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Prevencija nasilja učenika nad nastavnicima u srednjim školama na teritoriji Republike Srbije
U celom svetu poslednjih godina je primetan značaj porasta stope nasilnog ponašanja učenika, kako jednih prema drugima tako i prema nastavnicima, pa nažalost ni Srbija nije izuzetak. Istraživanjem sprovedenim u 22 srednje škole različitih profila na teritoriji Republike Srbije došlo se do zabrinjavajućih podataka koji ukazuju na visok nivo psihičkog, ali i fizičkog nasilja učenika prema nastavnicima. 172 nastavnika i 22 stručna saradnika su odgovorila na ukupno 22 pitanja u okviru dva upitnika. Dobijeni podaci navode na zaključak o neophodnosti preduzimanja hitnih mera na zaustavljanju postojeće i prevenciji buduće agresije. Ponuđeni su predlozi preventivnih mera i aktivnosti, naročito edukacija u vidu radionica, obaveznih sastanaka roditelja sa stručnjacima u školi, obavezne mesečne posete svih učenika psihologu i pedagogu, besplatne telefonske linije za pomoć, sportski programi i organizovanje drugih prosocijalnih aktivnosti za mlade.
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The Prevention of Student towards Teacher Violence In High School on The Republic of Serbia’s Territory

In recent years there has been a significant growth of students’ violent behaviour, both towards each other and towards their teachers all over the world, with Serbia being no exception. Research carried out in 22 secondary schools of different types in The republic of Serbia pointed out to alarming information indicating a high level of both physical and psychological student towards teacher violence.172 teachers and 22 senior associates answered a total of 22 questions within two seperate questionnaires. The obtained data lead to a conclusion of the urgency of taking necessary steps with the aim to preventing the existing and future aggresiveness. A proposal of preventive measures and activities has been suggested, especially workshop organisation, obligatory parent-teacher meetings at school, obligatory student visits to the psychologist and educator, free help telephone lines, sports events and other young-oriented social events.
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
