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KORIŠĆENJE I OBUKA SLUŽBENIH PASA U FUNKCIJI BEZBEDNOSNE ZAŠTITE LICA I IMOVINE

ABSTRAKT
Cilj ovog rada je da se detaljnije sagledaju značaj i uloga specijalno dresiranih pasa na poslovima obezbeđenja imovine i lica, s naglaskom na sagledavanju okolnosti i prilika u kojima upotreba pasa dovodi do naročito efikasnih rešenja i ima očigledne prednosti nad ostalim postupcima obezbeđenja.

Specijalno obučeni psi, pored čoveka i tehnike, predstavljaju bitan, još nedovoljno iskorišćen, element sistema fizičko-tehničke zaštite. Prefinjena čula čine pse superiornijim i operativno efikasnijim od najsavršenije opreme, a u slučaju napada kojim se ugrožava život, predstavljaju dragocenu zamenu za fizičku snagu ljudstva i upotrebu vatrenog oružja. Upotrebom pasa omogućava se da se pojedini zadaci obavljaju znatno efikasnije i uz značajnu uštedu u ljudskoj snazi, vremenu i novcu. Mogu ih imati preduzeća u okviru sopstvenih službi obezbeđenja ili agencije koje se bave poslovima fizičko-tehničkog obezbeđenja koje takve pse koriste za pružanje usluga drugim pravnim licima.. 

Specijalno dresirani psi mogu se upotrebljavati i radi praćenja traga, otkrivanja droga, eksploziva i drugih supstanci, zaštite i obilaska objekata i teritorija, čuvanja javnog reda i mira, čuvanja i zadržavanja lica na zadatoj lokaciji i dr.

Oštrina čula mirisa, sluha i vida daleko je izraženija kod pasa nego kod ljudi. Pas predstavlja „pokretni sistem senzora“ koji može nadomestiti razne manjkavosti tehničkih sistema zaštite, naročito u uslovima kada je konfiguracija terena takva da je zbog „pravolinijske“ prirode nadzora tehničkih sredstava za zaštitu moguće postojanje skrivenih uglova kao i u slučajevima kada se štiti veoma velika površina tako da je potreban veliki broj tehničkih uređaja za zaštitu perimetra i kontrolu pristupa.
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UTILIZATION AND TRAINING WORKING DOGS FOR THE SAFETY PROTECTION OF PERSONS AND PROPERTY

ABSTRACT
The purpose of the thesis is to carefully examine the importance and role of specially trained dogs used in personal and property protection service, with the emphasis on considering conditions and circumstances in which the utilization of dogs brings especially successful solutions with obvious advantages over other security procedures.


Apart from the human and technical components within a physical and technical security system, specially trained dogs constitute the significant but still not sufficiently used component of the system. Sophisticated senses of dogs are the key factor of their supremacy and enhanced efficiency, making them superior even to high-level technics. In the case of life-endangering attack, the dogs represent the precious alternative to the use of manpower or firearms. Use of dogs enables certain tasks to be performed much more effectively and with considerable savings in manpower, time and money. The dogs can be owned and utilized by the security services within the scope of a company or by agencies specialised in providing other legal entities with the services of physical and technical protection. 

Specially trained dogs can be used for tracking, narcotics and explosives detection, building and area patrolling and protection, public order enforcement, keeping and detaining of a criminal person on a particular location, etc.

A properly trained dog can smell, hear, and visually detect movement better than a person. A dog represents „a moving sensor system“ that can make up for different lacks of technical security systems, particularly when the configuration of the terrain and the “straight-line” character of technical surveillance systems may cause the existence of hidden angles as well as when a large area is protected and numerous technical devices are needed for perimeter protection and access control.
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
